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This show has been created by several art-
ists from various backgrounds, from classi-

cal theatre (Conservatoires Royaux de Bruxelles et de Mons) to circus and clown 
(Jacques Lecoq and Michel Dallaire method). 

These artists gathered with the ambition to speak simply and directly to the audi-
ence, from one person to another “here and now”. What drives the group is the 
search for the inner clown, sharing emotions and a sincere and intimate relation-
ship with each spectator.

« THE MAJORS ARE RECRUITING » 
Performance for theatres  
and public space
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Note of intent 
The Majors are nomads, and they have fled from war (which is ugly) in 
order to travel all around the world bringing Beauty (which is not).
These operetta soldiers come to you in order to spread their message, 
share their way of life, and even recruit you.
« The Majors are recruiting » is a clownish performance, with a fresh and 
direct tone that surprises the audience, melting Belgian folklore with great 
epics; it’s a short, happy show, supported by a dynamic, physical and 
sincere performance.

The project is sustained by a willingness to work across disciplines, with 
dancing, singing, acrobatics and even a Whitney Houston cover! 
The show has been reworked for the theatre from its origin in street 
performance, but the strong connection to spectators as creative partners 
has been preserved.
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Scenography  
and performance play 
The Majors travel as light as possible (and so do the actors) : no sets, no additional 
sounds, no stage effects, no spotlights (except for a small light creation in the 
indoor version) are necessary. The stage is empty in order to emphasise the 
theatricality of the characters.

As they come on stage, they bring their own luggage : a backpack with their banner, 
stools, foodstuff and supplies for their journey. 
Free from cumbersome equipment, the show can be played anywhere, which is 
essential for the group’s creations. This allows the audience to focus on acting 
and on the relationship between themselves and the actors. It also highlights the 
nomadic way of life of the Majors, which only leaves a memory in the hearts of the 
spectators after everybody has gone.
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History of the company
The group was created in a 
popular district of Brussels and 
it has always tried to both play 
in theatres as well as perform 
in the street for people who 
don’t usually have access to 
cultural life, due to a lack of 
means or a misunderstanding 
of the codes. Thus since our 
very beginning, we alternate 
acting in theatres and in “wild 
outings” in the street, in small 
cultural centres, but also acting 

for “specific audiences”. 

For some years now, we have also been working with Oxfam and Amnesty 
International, bringing some fun to their events and helping to entertain the 
public. Since 2013 we have created a short play with Oxfam, called G&P Corp., 
that we perform in schools and Oxfam meetings and events to make children (and 
sometimes adults as well) sensitive to fair trade and their own role as consumers.

In 2011, 2013 and 2014 we also collaborated with the Centre Culturel Brueghel as 
partners to organize “La Fête des Saltimbanques”, a free street theatre festival 
in Brussels.
Since 2013 we have been working at the “A St-Médard” café, organizing parties 
called “Goguettes” to allow artists to perform, try and test new shows or forms, 
or more simply meet each other and have a good time together.
 
In 2014 we have worked for 
the Brussels “Nuit Blanche” 
with the performance set 
up by Cécile Hupin “Ik wil 
deze nacht in de straten 
verdwalen”, in which we 
played in a small shiny train, 
making a revolution and an 
open air party with elderly 
people.
